Scholarship Information

The Milton E. and Kathleen D. Muelder Endowment for MSU Safe Place was established to provide scholarship funds for survivors of relationship violence from a current or former intimate partner who are MSU undergraduate, graduate, or transfer students whose education has been interrupted or postponed due to domestic violence.  This scholarship will provide a maximum $1,000 scholarship per semester and may be awarded for fall, spring or summer. Applicants may reapply for future semesters by submitting a new application for each request.
Criteria
Recipients of the scholarship must:

· Be a survivor of domestic violence from a current or former intimate partner whose education has been interrupted or postponed due to domestic violence.

· Be enrolled at MSU for the semester for which they are applying for the scholarship.

· Have a 2.5 or higher cumulative GPA.

· Submit a complete application.
· Demonstrate financial need.

· Provide a high school transcript or GED certificate if they have not already attended college. 

Completed applications are necessary for consideration.  All attachments (transcripts, essays, etc.) must accompany the application.

Prior to finalizing any awards, an MSU Safe Place staff member will contact each potentially eligible applicant to obtain their PID. The applicant must respond to the phone call or email from MSU Safe Place within 7 calendar days. MSU Safe Place will then contact the MSU Office of Financial Aid to determine if the scholarship will benefit the applicant(s). If the award will cancel out grant funding, for example, the scholarship cannot be given. Submission of an application grants permission for MSU Safe Place to contact OFA.  

Notification of award decisions will be made via e-mail.  Funds will be distributed through the recipient’s student account and will be applied first to any balance due to the University.
